2010 Roussanne
This Roussanne has the high tone that white Rhône varieties often achieve in Washington State. The aromatics 
start down the route of Viognier; passion fruit and peach-before deepening into more classic honey and apricot 
scents with air. The flavors are rich but delineated, with a clean line of minerals to focus the wine all the way 
through the finish.

2010 Ice Viognier
These Viognier grapes were left on the vine to hang weeks past normal harvest time causing severe shrivel and 
dehydration, increasing concentrated flavors and aromas when temperatures fell to 17 F. and finally picked in the 
pre-dawn hours of November 24st 2010 at 40 brix residual sugar. The grapes were hand harvested and pressed 
while still frozen. This wonderfully balanced ice wines shows complex aromas of honey comb, orange peel, peach 
skin, and hints of spice. Intensely sweet with luscious flavors of rich honey, ripe nectarine, cinnamon and nuances 
of spice, all add complexity while nicely integrated in texture and balance.  A judicious amount of acidity and 
viscosity builds structure and imagination in this very long, fleshy finish.

2009 Members Only
This appealing, southern Rhône blend is a Châteauneuf-du-Pape style, with lush, forward red fruits and pleasing 
traces of the estate vineyard’s characteristic dusty tannins.  Deep ruby black in color, this wine produces mild aro-
mas of cherry bonbon, mocha, cedar and mint.  While Mourvedre contributes elegance, structure and acidity to 
the blend – producing flavors of sweet plums, roasted game and hints of tobacco – the Counoise adds a peppery 
note.  This is a supple sipper that will go great with spicy Asian pork dishes.

Spice and wild vine berries with hints of pepper combine with a 
fruit-forward nose that fills your senses like the opening song at your favorite rock concert.

As it breathes the aromas show vanilla, 
lanolin and spice, and the wine has excellent weight and concentration for such young vines.
