Firm in texture this 
big bodied wine is a perfect balance of acid and fruit, all backed by chewy fine grain tannins, 
and an extremely long finish. Drinking well now, this wine is showing all the signs of being cellar 
worthy for many years to come. Best after 2015 so please decant if you cannot resist.
