The 2017 A Squared Cabernet Sauvignon 
offers explosive aromas of blackberry, rich 
currant, and cherry in the glass, complimented 
by barrel aged notes of cedar, mocha and a 
hint of vanilla. The palate shows a refined 
tannin structure providing balance to the vast 
amount of chocolate, black current and ripe 
strawberry that is present throughout the wine. 
Try pairing with marinated ribeye or braised 
short ribs.
