
TASTING NOTES
Counoise is one of the thirteen sanctioned varieties 
used in Châteauneuf-du-Pape and is most commonly 
used as a blending grape to add complexity and focus. 
We at Alexandria Nicole Cellars feel that this grape 
thrives on its own when able to reach peak ripeness. 
This ripeness is precisely what our Estate Destiny Ridge 
Vineyard provides. The aromatics of this wine are 
deeply versatile. The longer it sits in your glass and the 
more you revisit it, the more descriptors you are going 
to pull out of it. Aromas range from the fruity aromatics 
of red raspberry, boysenberry, and red licorice, to the 
more toasty notes of almonds, pine nuts, and mildly 
roasted coffee. Add in spicey and earthy notes of anise, 
mushroom, and leather, and this wine is sure to have 
your mouth watering before you even take a sip. The 
palate is very spicy with hints of black pepper and fresh herbs 
intermixed with fresh red fruit and plum giving way to a graham 
cracker finish that shows off some nice dusty tannins that the 
Horse Heaven Hills are known for. Pair it with a mushroom fettuc-
cini, lentils, a lamb burger, or a cozy vegetable stew.
